Tips for safe boating this summer season.........

If you own a boat, get boat insurance . Some people
assume their homeowner’s policy is all they need to
protect their boat. Not true. Typically, homeowner’s
policies have limited coverage for boats and may not
cover injuries or accidents while you are in the water. To
make sure you're covered for boat injuries, theft and
damage, buy a boat insurance policy.

Tune ups aren’t just for cars . When you are out in the
water, make sure your gas tanks are vented and bilges
are free of vapor, oil, waste and grease. Carry a fire
extinguisher and keep it charged. Have your boat’s
operating system checked at least once a year by a
certified marine technician. The Coast Guard Auxiliary
and the United States Power Squadrons also offer free
vessel safety checks. For information go
www.vesselsafetycheck.org.

It's Boating Season. Don't let an accident sink your summer fun.

Eight out of 10 boating fatalities happen with

untrained captains at the wheel.  Experts say most
boating accidents could be prevented by an experienced
driver. Make sure anyone who drives your boat is
properly trained.

Life Preservers aren't just for kids . Hundred of people
drown in boating accidents every year and nearly all of
them not wearing a life jacket. It's not enough to just have
life jackets on board-you must wear them. In an accident,
people rarely have time to reach for a life jacket. This rule
applies for adults too as more people in their 30’s die in
boating accidents than any other age group New lighter,
more comfortable and attractive life jackets are available
today, making it easier to get passengers to suit up.

Carbon Monoxide kills in minutes. A typical boat
engine puts out as much carbon monoxide as 188
automobiles — and passengers exposed to high levels
can pass out within minutes. Turn off your engine when
there are people in the water and don't let passengers
“ski” by holding on to the back of the boat. You can also
install a carbon monoxide detector for your boat for less
than $100. Most importantly, stay relaxed and focus for a
safe summer day out on the water.



Fireworks Safety Month

As July 4 approaches, you're probably thinking about
sitting out on the lawn with your family and neighbors,
eating snacks and watching the fireworks bursting in the
night sky. July 4 celebrations can be a lot of fun, but you
also need to be mindful of your safety.

Fireworks can be dangerous and should only be handled
by professionals. According to Prevent Blindness
America, from 1980-1994, fireworks accounted for 29
fires, 65 explosions, and 114 deaths. Almost half of the
injured are children ages 19 years old and under.

Even sparklers can be dangerous; they are the second
highest cause of fireworks-related injuries requiring trips
to the hospital. Sparklers can heat up to 1800 degrees
Fahrenheit. That's hot enough to melt gold.

To have a fun and a safe July 4 celebration, check out
these fireworks safety tips from Girl Power:

-Let grownups handle the fireworks. Fireworks should
only be used by adult professionals, so never touch or
light one. Instead, enjoy the splendor of fireworks at a
professional display.

-Avoid sparklers. They can catch fire to your clothing.
-Never attempt to make your own fireworks.

-Keep your distance from other people who are using
sparklers or lighting their own fireworks as bystanders are
more frequently injured than the people using them.

-If an injury occurs, stay calm. If your clothing catches on
fire, lie on the ground, cover your faces with your hands
and roll.

-If you get something in your eyes from a firework
explosion, don’t rub or rinse your eyes. Have your
parents take you to the emergency room immediately.

-If you see kids playing with fireworks or doing something
that looks unsafe, tell a trusted adult.

What an Umbrella Policy Is, and Why You Might Need
It

Most Americans view auto insurance as necessary to
protect against the cost of a car accident. Likewise, its
common knowledge that homeowners insurance helps
families rebuild their lives and homes. An “umbrella”
policy is not as well known, but anyone who owns a
home or any assets should consider buying it.

Umbrella liability insurance covers you in many situations
if you are held responsible for bodily injury, property
damage or personal injury. The product got its name
because it adds a higher level of protection above auto,
homeowners and boat polices, which are “primary”
policies. Umbrella coverage kicks in after primary
insurance is exhausted. What's more, an umbrella policy
offers primary coverage for losses not covered by other
insurance.

Typically, insurance agents sell an umbrella policy in
conjunction with auto and homeowners coverage. You
can usually add $1 million-plus of liability insurance for a
few hundred dollars per year, and a multiple-policy
discount often can be had. One tactic insurance pros
suggest: raise deductibles on auto and homeowners
policies, and use the premium savings to pay for umbrella
coverage.

What does umbrella coverage do? The umbrella is a
shield to protect an individual from having to tap into
savings or sell assets to pay a judgment or claim. The
umbrella policy keeps the hands of the claimant from the
personal, family and business assets of the negligent
person.

Intoxicated drivers leaving a party at your home, dog
bites and neighbor kids falling off the trampoline- these
incidents can cause financial losses. Even lending a
friend a lake house for the weekend can create a claim. A
tree in your yard that blows over in a storm and crushes
the neighbor’s car is another example. A home based
business that requires visitors to come to your house may
create a loss that's excluded from your homeowners
coverage.

Who should consider an umbrella policy? Most
homeowners should consider an umbrella, but especially
those active in community affairs. Serving in civic,
charitable and religious organizations can lead to
conflicts, claims and even lawsuits. Even if a lawsuit is
thrown out of the court, you still must defend yourself. To
determine if an umbrella policy is right for you, contact
your CJ agent.

BBQ Safety Tips while barbequing.....

Light it Right — It is always best to follow the
manufacturer’s instructions for lighting the barbeque.
-Make sure barbeque is on level ground, and away from
windows and anything flammable.

-Make sure gas valve on barbeque is shut off.

-Open valve on propane tank fully.

-Light match or depress barbeque igniter.

-Turn on gas valve on barbeque.

-Make sure color of flames are blue with a small yellow

tip.

Always Barbeque Outside

-Barbeques are designed to be operated outside only!!!
-Keep barbeque at least 15 feet away from the house.
When barbeque is not in use, keep it covered and in a
shaded area.

-Do not store propane cylinders indoors; and do not store
a spare cylinder under the barbeque.

Keep Kids at a Safe Distance
-Since surfaces of barbeque are hot and can cause
severe burns, make sure to keep kids at a safe distance.

Never Leave a Barbeque Unattended

-Not only can leaving a lit barbeque unattended ruin a
dinner, it can be a safety hazard as grease flare-ups can
start a fire, causing considerable damage.

Shutting it Down

-Always shut the propane cylinder valve off first to let all
propane/natural gas clear the lines.

-Make sure to shut off the gas valve at the barbeque
once the flames have extinguished.

-Always close the lid to protect the barbeque from
damage and from the rain.

Transporting your Propane Cylinder

-Make sure all valves are closed, that the service valve
plugs/caps are in place, and that it is in an upright
position.

-Always secure tank in vehicle.

-Propane cylinders that are more than 10 years old must
be re-certified by an approved facility.



General Guidelines for Riding a Motorcycle Safely
From MSF (Motorcycle Safety Foundation®)

Be visible:
-Remember that motorists often have trouble seeing
motorcycles and reacting in time.

-Make sure your headlights work and is on day and night.

Use reflective strips or decals on your clothing and on
your motorcycle.

-Be aware of the blind spots cars and trucks have.
-Flash your brake light when you are slowing down and
before stopping.

-If a motorist doesn’t see you, don't be afraid to use horn.

Dress for Safety:

-Wear a quality helmet and eye protection.

-Wear bright clothing and a light colored helmet.

-Wear leather or other thick, protective clothing.
-Choose long sleeves and pants, over-the-ankle boots
and gloves.

-Remember the only thing between you and the road is
your protective gear.

Apply Effective Mental Strategies:

-Constantly search the road for changing conditions. Use
MSF’s Search, Evaluate Execute Strategy to increase
time and safety space margins.

-Give yourself time and space to respond to other
motorist’s actions.

-Give other motorists time and space to respond to you.
-Use lane positioning to be seen; ride in the part of the
lane where you are most visible.

-Watch for turning vehicles.

-Signal your next move in advance.

-Avoiding weaving between lanes.

-Pretend you're invisible, and ride extra defensively.
-Don’t ride when you are tired or under the influence of
alcohol or other drugs.

-Know and follow the rules of the road, and stick to the
speed limit.

-Get formal training and take refresher courses.

Practice:

-Develop your riding techniques before going into heavy
traffic. Know how to handle your bike in conditions such
as wet or sandy roads, high winds and uneven surfaces.

Remember to give yourself space. People driving cars
often just don’t see a motorcycle. Even when drivers do
see you, chances are they've never been on a
motorcycle and can't properly judge your speed.
